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2003 Nine Mile, Walla Walla Valley

Ash Hollow Nine Mile is a rich blend of Cabernet 
Sauvignon and Merlot; both varietals that originate from 
the Bordeaux region in France, but are now grown with 
great success in the Walla Walla Valley.  The Merlot 
contributes plumpness and plum flavors to the middle of 
the wine, balanced by the Cabernet Sauvignon's black 
currant and cedar flavors.  The tannins from the 
Cabernet Sauvignon give structure, while the soft 
fruitiness of the Merlot balances the wine.  The aroma 
of the Nine Mile contains a lot of dark fruit - black 
cherry, plum, a little cinnamon and caramel.  The wine 
tastes like it smells, with dark tree fruits, some spice, 
and well-balanced tannins; the finish lingers nicely.  
Named in honor of the hill on top of which our first vineyard, the Ash Hollow Vineyard, is situated, 
this blended wine goes beautifully with lamb or steaks.  Nine Mile Hill is named as such because it is 
nine miles from the infamous Wallula Gap.  Learn about its significance in our Appellations section.
