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2005 Gewurztraminer, Columbia Valley

Cultivated for over one thousand years, this white-wine 
grape is thought to have originated in the village of 
Tramin in Italy's Alto Adige region.  Gewurztraminer 
grapes are now planted in Alsace, a French region 
between Germany and France that specializes in 
excellent dry Gewurztraminer wines.  They're also 
cultivated in Germany, Austria, Romania, 
Czechoslovakia, Ukraine, New Zealand, and the 
Columbia Valley in Washington State.
  
Our Ash Hollow Gewurztraminer was completely vinified 
and aged in stainless steel.  A beautiful golden straw-
like color hints of the fabulous sensations to come; a delightful floral honeyed nose with slight hints 
of ginger, spice, and anise.  On the palate the wine is dry with a full and rich texture, and tastes of 
honeydew and tropical fruits, with a lively and lingering finish.  The balance and lively acidity of this 
wine lends itself to fresh cuisine, especially those featuring fresh herbs.
